Elizabeth Parish School which will help to pay teachers salaries
and provide nourishing lunches for the more than 700 children.
This lunch is the best meal and maybe the only meal these
children will receive that day. From my visit in 2010 to
Immaculate Heart of Mary Parish (IHM) in Villardi, Haiti and
from working with the Haiti Committee at St. Ignatius Parish in
ljamsville, MD, | have learned that there are no public schools in
Haiti.

| thank all the Holy Family parishioners who purchased
tickets for the virtual Bull Roast and tickets for the quilt raffle.
While at OLPH last Sunday, | learned from the members of the
Haiti Committee that a large earthquake struck the Perodin
region some three weeks ago. The earthquake damaged the
rectory, built of stone in the 1940’s. Now, due to the earthquake,
the rectory is unsafe and uninhabitable. Fr. Gilford Bourdeau,
the pastor and a deacon who had been living in the rectory, now
have taken up residence in the school building which fortunately
was not damaged by the earthquake.
